LEAGUE REALIGNMENT INTERIM STANDINGS

As per the SCVAL track bylaws, the two leagues are realigned every two years

by having one team drop down to the El Camino league and one team move up to the DeAnza league.  The computations of the teams moving up and down are made in accordance with section 3 of article VIII of the track bylaws.

POLE VAULT

It was noted that athletes competing in the pole vault at the SCVAL championships will not have that event counted as one of their events at the DeAnza and El Camino league finals.

DISCUSSION OF POSSIBLE BY-LAW CHANGES

The coaches recommended by a vote of 7-3 that the scoring method for the SCVAL championship meet be added to the by-laws and that method should be the scoring of the top 6 finishers on a 10/8/6/4/2/1 basis.  See the recommended wording of the by-law change below.

The coaches discussed how an athlete granted hardship status by the Hardship Committee would qualify to compete in the SCVAL Championships and what would that do to the status of the displaced athlete. The coaches agreed by an 8-2 vote that the hardship athlete would compete by himself/herself at the championship site.  If he/she beat the Division finals mark of the 16th qualifier, he/she would become the 16th seed in the SCVAL Championship meet and the former 16th seed would become the first alternate.  See the recommended wording of the by-law change below. 

The coaches discussed whether we should change  our method of realigning the leagues every two years, such as weighting the FSB and JVG divisions less than the varsity divisions and agreed to leave the system as is.

WORDING FOR RECOMMENDED BY-LAW CHANGES

Scoring change

Current:

Article VI

Section 1 The SCVAL will hold a Championship Meet in order to determine who will represent the league at the CCS meet.

Add:

Section 1.1  The meet will be scored using the following point system with 6 scoring: 10-8-6-4-2-1.

Hardship Change

Current:

Article VIII

Section 1.9 & 1.10

1.9 A participant granted favorable consideration by the hardship committee shall participate on the following Tuesday or Wednesday in competition with the last place qualifier. Four (4) throws or jumps shall be allowed each contestant in the shot put, discus, long and triple jump. The competition shall be held at a neutral site. The commissioner in cooperation with the two coaches will determine the time.

1.10 All run-offs, jump-offs, or throw-offs will be held at the same site. This site will be determined at the pre-season track coaches meeting.

Change to:

1.9 A participant granted favorable consideration by the hardship committee shall participate in a trial  on the following Tuesday or Wednesday.  The participant will be competing against the mark of the 16th qualifier (Article VI, Section 2).   Four (4) throws or jumps shall be allowed for the participant in the shot put, discus, long and triple jump. The competition shall be held at the site of the SCVAL Championship Meet. The commissioner in cooperation with the participant's  coach and meet director of the SCVAL Meet  will determine the time.  If the participant beats the mark set by the 16th qualifier,  the participant will be seeded in the slow heat and the 16th qualifier will become the first alternate.

1.10 All run-offs, jump-offs, or throw-offs will be held at the site of the SCVAL Championship Meet.
