CBED enrollment figures shall determine division placement (breakdown is attached). 
e.  Ten students may be entered as a Cross Country team for the Finals, but only seven may run, and only five shall be 

counted (except in the case of a tie breaker).  Ties will be resolved by counting the sixth finisher from each team 
concerned.  Seventh runner will displace. 

Team entries for 
5-10 athletes and/or individual entries for 1-4 athletes:  Entry deadline is Monday, November 13, at 12:00 p.m. 

Entry fee of $5.00 per athlete or $25.00 per team 
will be assessed to each school to defray costs of conducting meet.  The school finance office will be invoiced per entries 
submitted online.  There will be no seeding meeting -  all starting positions are random.
