Coaches are expected to maintain decorum consi'stent :
with the educational values of interscholastic athletics.
By personal example, toaches are expected to demonstrate
their awareness of these velues by showing restraint and

composure in the emotional climate of an athletic contest
and to insist that piayers in their -charge ccnduct
themselves in a sportsmaniike manner.

Responsible member school personnel are expected to
instruct and supervise the conduct of student spirit
leaders, rooting sections, bands, and other student
groups in order to achieve an atmosphere consistent wWith
good sportsmanship. School administrators are expected
te control or cause to be controlled spectators in such

a manner that all athletic contests are conducted in an
atmosphere which is consistent with the educational values
of inter-schelastic athletics.

Flagrant instances of unsportsmaniike behavior on the part
of players, coaches, and/or fans should be reported by the
school principal(s) to the Board of Managers through the
Section Commissioner, together wWith 2 description of action
taken by member schools.
