The head coach is in charge of their annual budget for the Track & Field program.  Presentation shares the facilities at Bellarmine College Prep.  The school pays to bus the athletes to BCP for all practices and meets.

The Season
Tryouts for the 2011 season begin on January 31st, and the season runs through May, with the varsity season pos​sibly extending to the end of the month, depending on how the team performs in the postseason meets. Practices are after school and Saturdays. Meets are on weekdays and some Saturdays.

The School

Presentation High School was established as a single-sex school for women in 1962. It is owned and operated by the Sisters of the Presentation, who began their educational ministry in the Bay Area in 1854.. Nearly half of all Presentation students participate in our Athletic Program, which has a rich tradition of excellence in the competitive West Catholic Athletic League. The Panthers have collected numerous WCAL and Central Coast Section championships.
Presentation offers varsity and junior varsity teams in 11 sports, as well as freshman levels for volleyball, basketball and soccer. We also have state-of-the-art facilities, including synthetic turf fields for soccer, softball and field hockey; a weight-training and fitness room; dance studio and gymnasium; and a sparkling blue aquatics center. Our full-time athletic trainer keeps our athletes healthy and in the game.
